ABSTRACT
A new method of taking a photomicrograph of a snow crystal was devised. It was the method of taking
a snow crystal picture of a white image against a color or a black background by circular transmitted
illumination. The illumination was produced by using a concave mirror of an ordinary biological
microscope. Namely, the mirror was covered with a color filter or a blackout disk at the center part and

was able to reflect circularly the light at its open side.
